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3. Recorders sit in both the Crown Court and county courts. Their jurisdiction is broadly similar to that of a Circuit Judge, but they will generally handle the less complex or serious matters coming before the court. A Recorder is required to sit judicially for at least 15 days a year (but not normally for more than 30), of which at least 10 days should if possible be in one continuous period. A small number of specialist practitioners are authorised as Recorders to hear particular types of case, for example, in the Technology and Construction Court or in patents cases.
